What Should You Do Now?

1. Getready for your MBA program orientation.
Review your orientation schedule carefully. Please note that if you do not attend orientation,
you will not be able to begin your business program and will be required to wait until the
following term.

Receive a detailed introduction to MBA program requirements

Plan your course of study and choose your area of emphasis

Meet with your advisor to plan your degree schedule and enroll in classes

Receive your class schedule

Begin your first night assignments (due in class on the first meeting).

Address any outstanding administrative issues and concerns before beginning classes

Contact the International Office when you receive your visa.

As soon as your visa is granted, please inform the International Office via email at
international@lindenwood.edu. This is the only way for you to confirm your arrival to the
university and receive a housing assignment. (Please note that no housing assignment will be
confirmed until we hear from you that you have received a visa.)
